Understanding the fundamentals of transmission operation is
absolutelyvital to sound diagnosisand satisfactoryrepairs. Such
understandingeliminatesguesswork,minimizes resultantchances
for errors, increasesyour chancesof doing the work right the
first time, reduces comebacks,and helps build better customer
relations.

The function of this transmission is
the same as that of any other trans
mission to -- provide suitable gear
ratios betweenthe engine and the rear
wheelsto meetall driving conditions.

The drive componentsof the transmissionconsist basically
of a torque converter,clutches, bandsand a planetarygear
train. Automatic control of the mechanical elements is
provided by a hydraulic system. Detailed picturization of
the entire transmissionis shown on page 2.
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
